How do we build a new chamber building on the General Mills site?  Patience, persistence, participation by our members, friends, and the community will ensure our success.  We attribute our current achievements to the leadership of your business, staff, and employees. 
 
During 2010 we completed due diligence in meeting with three out of state developers whose plans ran the gamut from renovation, selective demolition to complete demolition.  Unfortunately an agreement could not be reached with the potential developers.  
 
The "Foundation for the Future" Capital Campaign continues as we pursue a new chamber building.  In the coming year we will revisit some key stakeholders to determine if now is the time for them to participate.  A couple of new initiatives will be announced after the first of the year.  We will continue to seek a developer/partner locally, as we have since the beginning of the capital campaign, as well as a developer/partner regionally or out of state.  Our developer/partner will assist us in the overall development of the 4.7 acres, including our new Chamber facility before our Centennial in 2015, or even sooner.
           
The immediate goal of the Capital Campaign is to retire the remaining principal of $275,000, giving us clear ownership of the property.  We would like to achieve this before July 7, 2011, our 96th year.  Unless someone purchases the Mill and the one acre it sits on ($375,000), with covenants, our next goal would be to demolish the structure.
