The climbing wall, a twenty-foot indoor 



climbing wall, offers four varying levels of difficulty to accommodate any climber, as well as 

trained staff members for assistance.  Families can also challenge and compete at the bowling 

alley or arcade, or on the bumper cars or go-karts, both indoor and outdoor.  Family members can 

either double up on the go-carts, or ride individually, and the bumper cars can handle 360-degree 

spins and quick directional maneuvers.

“And since there are numerous activities 

inside as well as outdoors, it doesn’t matter what the weather is doing—you can go anytime.”
